Good Morning,

Today’s event is a 4 Man Stableford scoring event played at 80%
of handicap. In this format the 2 best net balls are used and are
scored as follows for each ball: Double eagle 10 points; eagle 5
points, birdie 3 points, par 1 point, bogey -1 point, double bogey
or worse -3 points.

If you are age 65 or older, and your scorecard shows you getting
16 strokes or more, you can use the gold tees at any time in the
round.

Prizes are for the top 3 teams in each of 3 flights. The field size
is small today (96 players maximum) due to the Richter Cup
semi-finals event being held today.

Please play “ pick/clean/place” in your own fairway ; 1 ciub
length from original position of the ball, no closer to the hole, no
improvement of lie (ex: no rough to fairway). Richter Park white
tees are to be used.

Failure to clear the water hazard on 3 and 5: Use the drop area
on the “safe” side across the water. On #7: Use front of tee box
for drop OR re-tee (no drop area on “safe” side). Remember to
post your score. Please keep up with the group in front of you to
ensure a good pace of play.
